
Supplement Your Hearing Aids 
 
Even the most advanced, sophisticated hear-
ing instruments available today, may not be 
able to provide the best results in some situa-
tions. After all, hearing instruments can help 
you hear better, but they cannot restore your 
hearing to normal. 
 
Assistive Listening Devices (ALD’s) will help 
when hearing aids are not enough. Whenever 
sound has to travel a distance from its source 
to the hearing aid microphone, it loses some 
of its intelligibility. High frequency speech 
sounds provide the clarity and intelligibility 
of speech. Over even short distances, the 
high frequencies drop off so what is left of 
the signal is not very clear. 
  
ALD’s transmit sound via FM, infrared or 
even electromagnetic fields so the integrity 
of the signal is maintained and high frequen-
cies are not lost. A transmitter sends the sig-
nal to the listener who wears a compatible 
receiver with headphones. Electromagnetic 
systems, referred to as loop systems, send the 
signal to the telecoil on a hearing aid. In 

most cases, FM and infrared receivers can 
also be used with the telephone feature 
(telecoil) on a hearing aid by plugging a 
neck-loop into the receiver instead of tradi-
tional headphones.  
 
Airports, movie theatres, stage theatres and 
churches often have assistive listening de-
vices available for use. Don’t be afraid to ask 
and advocate for yourself so you don’t miss 
out!
